M ISSION TRAIL MURAL WALKS 

 
A very popular, inexpensive, and convenient outing to enjoy while in San 
Francisco is a guided walking tour of one of our most interesting neighborhoods. 
The Mission District of San Francisco is famous for its murals, huge painted 
scenes on the walls and facades of buildings, which are part of a long 
established tradition in our city. There are nearly 600 murals in San Francisco, 
with the richest concentration in this neighborhood. To whet your interest, see 
some examples at http://www.precitaeyes.org/examples.html  It’s just an 8 
minute BART ride from the Montgomery St. BART station (1 ½ blocks from 
the Argent) to the 24th St. station. See: http://www.bart.gov/index.asp 
 
Two tour options are described below: 
1. See the internationally famous murals of San Francisco©s Historic Mission 
District in the company of a professional muralist. All tours are given by 
experienced muralists and are preceded by a brief slide show on the history and 
process of mural art. Participants view over 75 murals in a 6-block walk. The 
tour is approximately two hours. No reservations needed; special arrangements 
for large groups by appointment. 
When: Every Saturday and Sunday at 1:30pm 
Where: Precita Eyes Mural Arts & Visitors Center located at 2981 24th Street 
in the Mission near Harrison (Easy BART & MUNI access)

2. Meet your muralist tour guides at Cafe Venice near the 24th Street/ Mission

Tour concludes at Precita Eyes Mural 
Arts & Visitors Center. Approximate time: one hour and a half. No reservations 
needed; special arrangements for large groups by appointment.

24th St.)

TOUR ALCATRAZ 
  

Visit the most storied -- and infamous -- maximum security prison in U.S. 
history.  Interpretive walks are offered throughout the day by National Park 
Service rangers and volunteers highlighting a variety of topics, including 
military history, famous inmates, escapes, natural history, and the Native 
American occupation of 1969-1971. You can also attend a video presentation of 
the island©s 200 year history, and take the Cellhouse Recorded Tour featuring the 
stories of former inmates and correctional officers.  
 
The Blue and Gold ferry leaves Pier 41 on the Embarcadero every 30 minutes, 
the first boat leaving at 9:30 AM.  In February, the island closes at 4:30.  
Convenient public transportation takes you directly to Pier 41. 
  
Look for updates in the newsletter and on the WSCA website for a possible 
WSCA sponsored group tour (the local National Park Service Administration is 
currently in the process of re-organizing, so we were unable to make definitive 
arrangements for a group tour), or make independent plans to tour the island.

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TRAVEL INFORMATION 
 
DRIVING 
Dr iving directions from San Francisco International Airpor t (SFO): Exit 
the airport and take US-101 N toward San Francisco. Bear right onto I-80 
heading toward the Bay Bridge. Take the 4th St exit, and then continue onto 
Bryant St. Proceed one block on Bryant St. Turn left onto 3rd St and proceed 4.5 
blocks to hotel on left. Approximate driving time is 20 minutes and distance is 
14 miles.  
 
Dr iving directions from Oakland International Airpor t (OAK): Exit the 
airport on Hegenberger Rd. Take I-880 N toward Oakland. Take I-80 W / San 
Francisco / Bay Bridge, crossing over the Bay Bridge. Take the Fremont St exit, 
which is the first right-hand exit after crossing the bridge, and then continue 
straight onto Fremont St for one block. Turn left onto Howard St and proceed 
two blocks. Turn right onto 3rd St, and hotel is 1.5 blocks on left. Approximate 
driving time is 25 minutes and distance is 19 miles. Of course, if you are driving 
during rush hour in the morning or afternoon, it may take longer. 
 
Parking: Parking at the Argent Hotel is $39 a day plus tax for guests with in 
and out privileges. Other parking options are outlined on the Argent website. 
www.argenthotel.com 
 
AIRPORT SHUTTLES AND TAXIS 
There are a number of airport shuttle services available at both San Francisco 
International and Oakland International airports. Two that have good clear 
websites are:  

1) Quake City Shuttle. This is a locally owned and operated service with a 
good local reputation. You can make a reservation if you are traveling 
with three or more people. If you are traveling alone or with one other 
person, you may get a discount coupon on their website. The rate from 
SFO is approximately $14. The rate from OAK is $35 for one person or 
$42 for two people. www.quakecityshuttle.com  

2) 2) SuperShuttle. This is a national company operating in cities around 
the country. You do not need reservations from SFO, but you do need 
reservations from OAK. The rate from SFO is approximately $13.50. 
The rate from OAK is approximately $35. www.supershuttle.com 

Taxis are more than $36 from either airport, but are available without waiting at 
both airports. 
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TRAVEL INFORMATION (Cont.) 
 
BART 
The most economical choice for travel from either airport to the hotel and 
downtown area is BART.  
BART has recently been extended to SFO. There is a station at the airport. You 
can take BART from SFO station to Montgomery St. Station, 1.5 blocks from 
the hotel. It costs $4.95 one way.  
From OAK, you can take a BART shuttle departing every 10 minutes for the 
Coliseum Station. From there, it’s a $3.15 ride one way to  Montgomery St. 
Station. When you emerge from the Montgomery St. Station, walk southwest on 
Market St. one block. Turn left on Third. Argent Hotel is on the right.

The 2006 conference theme of “Cherishing (Our) Time (Together)”  encourages 
us to recognize the importance of time and how we use our time as scholars, 
teachers, and humans. It invites us to value our WSCA family and scholarly 
community and to reflect on ways to extend the civic and social justice 
dimensions of our research and teaching activities. The theme encourages us to 
work from within multiple viewpoints and perspectives to think about how we 
spend our time as teachers, scholars, and citizens, friends, partners, and family 
members, and to envision and take steps toward futures characterized by 
humane commitments and social and environmental justice. The theme also 
recognizes that part of what historically has made WSCA such a special 
scholarly community is our sense that we are a “ family”  of caring, 
compassionate scholars deeply committed to using our time and intellectual 
resources to encourage all voices and welcome multiple perspectives. The theme 
honors the power of communication and our potential to use our temporal and 
intellectual resources as teachers and scholars to be positive forces for changes 
in our world.

I . COMPETITIVE PAPERS 
 
1. Authors are encouraged to submit papers to the interest groups for 
competitive selection. Papers may include research reports employing any 
methodology, theoretical developments or critiques, critical analyses, and in 
some cases, works in progress. Submit each paper to one interest group only.  
 
Competitive papers should not have been presented previously at another 
conference, be accepted for publication, or have been published.  
 
Special Note: Historically, the Community College and the Elementary and 
Secondary Education Interest Groups have not sponsored competitive papers. 
Please contact the interest group planner before submitting a competitive paper 
to either interest group. 
 
2. Submitted papers should include:  

(a) A detachable title page with title of paper, names of all authors, and their 
addresses, phone numbers, email addresses, and affiliations. Again, this 
information should be included for each author and should be double-
checked for accuracy. 

(b) A 250-500-word abstract of the paper (with title appearing on this page). 
(c) Typically, a maximum of twenty-five pages of text. 
(d) No information in the paper that identifies the author(s) (beyond that 

which appears on the title page). 
 
3. Submission: Information on individual interest group requirements and 
addresses for submission to interest group chairs will be on the WSCA web site 
(www.westcomm.org) after February 2005 and printed in the WSCA Newsletter 
prior to the conference. Completed papers are submitted directly to the interest 
group planners, unless the interest group indicates otherwise.  
 
4. Research in Progress: Some interest groups sponsor programs of “Research 
in Progress.”  Papers submitted to these programs should be so designated on the  
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cover page and should not exceed ten pages in length. Be sure that the interest 
group to which you are planning to send your paper to accepts “research in 
progress”  before submitting it. 
 
5. Debut Award: The WSCA Executive Club Debut Award is made to the 
author of a paper presented at the convention by an author or co-authors “who 
have not presented a paper at a state, regional, national or international 
convention, or published in any academic journal.”  Papers presented at student-
only conferences are exempt from this requirement.  All authors of a co-
authored paper must meet these eligibility requirements for a paper to be 
considered a Debut Paper. Papers eligible for  the Debut Award should be 
marked “ DEBUT”  in the upper  r ight-hand corner  of the title page. Please 
also indicate whether each author is a bachelors, masters, or doctoral student. 
Some interest groups also sponsor debut programs, but papers need not be 
presented on a debut panel to be eligible for the Executive Club Debut Award.  
 
6. Five copies of each competitive paper must be RECEIVED by the 
appropriate interest-group planner NO LATER THAN Thursday, September  
1, 2005. 
 
I I . PROGRAM PROPOSALS 
 
1. Program proposals should focus on a unifying theme relevant to research, 
theory, or instruction in the area of the sponsoring interest group. Programs may 
consist of a chair individual presenters, and a critic respondent; however round-
table discussions, performance venues, or other unique formats are encouraged. 
In alternative program formats, respondents may be included or omitted as 
appropriate. Innovative program proposals, especially those that provide 
opportunities for engaged interaction among participants and attendees, are 
encouraged. Programs co-sponsored with other interest groups are also 
welcome. 
 
2. Thematic programs that relate to the conference theme of  “Cherishing 
(Our) Time (Together)”  are encouraged. Proposals for multiple formats for 
engagement are welcomed. Sessions, for example, could explore issues of 
temporality, the fragility and briefness of life, the role and responsibility of 
scholarly communities in making conscious choices about how to use temporal 
and material resources to be positive change agents both within academia and 
society; they could discuss the importance of how we use our time as individuals 
and members of academic communities engaged in teaching and research to 
enact compassion, caring, and commitment to social and environmental justice. 
Sessions engaging the implications of this theme in our scholarship and teaching 
as well as in our personal, social, and professional practices are welcomed.

3. Program proposals should include the following: 
(a) Thematic title of the program 
(b) Names, addresses, phones, e-mail addresses, and affiliations of all 

participants 
(c) Title and brief description of each presentation 
(d) Equipment needed for the panel

4. Five copies of each program proposal must be RECEIVED by the 
appropriate interest-group program planner NO LATER THAN Thursday, 
September  1, 2005.  Program proposal submissions for those interest groups 
accepting only electronic proposals also must be received no later than 
Thursday, September 1, 2005. 
 
I I I . WORKSHOP PROPOSALS 
 
1. A workshop is intended as a training or informational short course that can 
be presented in a three-hour or six-hour time block. A workshop topic may 
concern the presentation of teaching innovations; an area of research; a new 
theoretical perspective; the application of a body of knowledge; skill 
development; or another clearly focused topic. Workshop leaders are 
encouraged to advertise their workshops and solicit participation.  
 
2. Workshops are scheduled for the first full day of the convention, Saturday, 
February 18, 2006. Participants pay a modest registration fee. The fee is 
intended to cover only the direct costs (materials, etc.) incurred in conducting 
the workshop (see #4 below).  
 
3. Workshops of interest to members of the Western Forensics Association are 
encouraged and will be programmed on Sunday evening, February 19, 2006, 
after completion of the WFA tournament. 
 
4. Workshop proposals should include the following: 

(a) Title of the workshop 
(b) Names, full addresses, e-mail addresses, and affiliations of all presenters 
(c) Rationale and goals of the workshop 
(d) Outline and description of workshop activities 
(e) Room size and configuration requested (theater seating, etc.)  
(f) Equipment requirements  
 (Note: Equipment availability is extremely limited. See the WSCA 

Policy on the Use of Audio-Visual Equipment at Conventions.) 
(g) Maximum enrollment 
(h) Fee amount, set in accordance with WSCA policy (see below) 
(i) Time-block requested (e.g., three hours, six hours) 
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5. Guide to setting fees for  workshop leaders: WSCA has set $5.00 as the 
base fee for any workshop. The first $5.00 of each registrant’s fee goes to cover 
convention costs. The fee above $5.00 should be set at such a level as to provide 
reimbursement to the workshop leader(s) only for the cost of materials, 
equipment, and any out-of-the-ordinary expenses. Costs for equipment rental 
and costs of producing materials for participants must be covered within the 
overall fee that you specify. The Association cannot reimburse more money to a 
workshop leader than it receives from participant fees. Special Note: If a part or 
all of a fee is proposed as covering an individual’s expenses or as an 
honorarium, Dennis Alexander/Connie Bullis must approve it prior to any 
commitment to the individual.

community outreach project. Sessions engaging the implications of this theme in 
our scholarship and teaching as well as in our personal, social, and professional 
practices are welcome.

CONFERENCE 
The WSCA Second Vice President solicits submissions for the Undergraduate 
Scholars’  Research Conference, to be held on Saturday, February 18, 2006.  
Undergraduates are invited to submit papers reporting original research (i.e., 
critical investigation, experimentation, or analysis leading to the discovery or 
creation of new facts, theories or interpretation or significant revisions of 
already existing ones, or the practical applications of these new or revised 
conclusions). Diverse philosophical, theoretical and methodological approaches 
are welcome. All authors on papers submitted must be undergraduate students. 
An awards ceremony follows the last presentation.  For those students whose 
papers are accepted, WSCA will pay $15 of the $25 USRC registration. Paper 
submissions must be received by the WSCA Second Vice President by 
December 6, 2005; authors will be notified of paper acceptance by January 17, 
2006. 
 
VI . GRADUATE STUDENT WORKSHOP &  GRADUATE 

PROGRAMS’  OPEN HOUSE 
On Saturday, February 18, 2006, the WSCA Second Vice President will host a 
WORKSHOP for advanced undergraduates and master’s students who are 
considering pursuing a doctorate in communication. The Workshop is designed 
(1) to introduce students to the benefits of graduate education, (2) to help them 
understand how to choose a graduate program that meets their needs, interests, 
and abilities, and (3) to gain insight into the realities of graduate school life by 
talking with current doctoral student peers and faculty mentors. The WSCA 
Second Vice President will also host a Graduate Programs’  OPEN HOUSE on 
Saturday, February 18, 2006. Undergraduate and graduate students will meet 
with representatives from universities that have graduate programs in 
communication.
